TOWN OF MALABAR
ELECTION NOVEMBER 7, 2023

The Town of Malabar will hold its municipal election on Tuesday, November 7,
2023, from 7:00 am. to 7:00 p.m. at which time two (2) Council
Members (Seats 4 and 5) will be elected to serve their respective two year
terms. Due to the approval of the referendum question on the 2016 ballot, the
candidates for Districts 4 and 5 must not only qualify from their respective
Districts but now must be voted on ONLY BY those electors residing in their
respective Districts.

The Qualifying period starts on August 1, 2023 at 8:30 a.m. and runs until
4:30 p.m. August 15, 2023. Forms will be available from the Office of the
Town Clerk and online during this time period and may only be filed during this
period.

REQUIREMENTS TO QUALIFY AS A CANDIDATE
All persons desiring to announce and qualify as a candidate for office in Malabar
must meet the following criteria:

« Be a resident of Malabar for six (6) months

o Candidates for Districts 4 and 5 must reside within their District at
time of qualifying and throughout the election and term of office.

e Complete the Qualifying Paperwork and Oath of Candidate

e Select a Campaign Treasurer and name a bank for campaign
financing

e All candidates must collect signatures from a minimum of 15
registered voters within their District.

Town of Malabar Qualifying Process

These documents are required to qualify as a candidate for elected office in the Town of Malabar. The
first step necessary to qualify is to turn in the DSDE9 form into the Town Clerk. Once this form is filed,
the candidate will be considered "declared”, given the Council Member Candidate Qualifying Petition,
and may begin campaign activities. Campaign activities may include but are not limited to accepting
donations, buying signs, and during the acceptable time, gathering signatures. Candidate qualifying
signatures must be gathered after filing the DSDES with the Clerk’s Office, and between August 1% and
August 15", ANY SIGNATURES GATHERED BEFORE OR AFTER THESE DATES WILL BE VOID. Once the
sighatures required are gathered, turn the Council Member Candidate Qualifying Petition into the Town
Clerk. Once submitted, the Clerk’s Office will provide the remainder of the forms for completion before
