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A Brief History of Malabar’s Mayors

On December 1st, 1962, the people of Malabar came together and voted largely in favor of incorporating their town. 108 citizens voted for, as opposed to only 11 against incorporating the Town of Malabar. Also included in that election was the first Mayor of our new town. S.B. Brown ran against John Moeller, and S.B. Brown won 63 votes to 22. S.B. Brown would serve as mayor until January 10th, 1966.
